How to Make “Box and Whisker” Plots

 Step-by-Step Instructions

EXAMPLE DATA SET:

15, 13, 5, 14, 35, 23, 47, 28
STEP 1: Use the space below to write the data in order from least to greatest with a space between each number (no commas).

STEP 2: Find the following 3 numbers:


Median: _________ 
  



Lower Extreme: __________    
    This is the lowest number.



Upper Extreme: __________  
    This is the highest number.

STEP 3: Draw a box around all the numbers to the LEFT of the median.  Find the median of these numbers only.  You just found the lower quartile.



Lower quartile: __________

STEP 4: Draw a box around all the numbers to the RIGHT of the median.  Find the median of these numbers only.  You just found the upper quartile.



Upper quartile: __________

STEP 5: Now you will draw a box and whisker plot below the number line.

Follow these instructions…

a. Draw dots below the lower extreme, lower quartile, median, upper quartile, and upper extreme.

b. Draw a rectangular box with one edge at the lower quartile and another edge at the upper quartile.

c. Draw a vertical line inside the box at the median.

d. Draw line segments (whiskers) from the edges of the box to the dots at the extremes.
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
