Rain, Rain, Go Away
Speech/Language drill activity for a rainy day.

Objective: Practice speech or language targets at the word or sentence level.

Materials: Take a 12”x18” piece of light blue construction paper. In the lower center draw a large umbrella. All around it draw 32 raindrops falling toward the umbrella. From yellow construction paper cut 64 yellow circles large enough to cover a raindrop. My yellow circles have little sunshines on them. Divide the circles into two groups and number on the back of each set from 1-32. Store each set of 32 in its own envelope. Laminate the large umbrella paper.

To play: Deal out equal numbers of sunshine circles to the children. Have each child lay his circles on the table with the numbers facing up. From the remaining set of numbered circles you will choose a number and call it out. The children check their numbers and whoever has the number called gets a turn. He completes the targeted drill (practices articulation word, vocabulary word, etc.) and then covers a raindrop with his sunshine. Play continues until all raindrops have been covered. This is similar to BINGO and the children get very excited waiting for their numbers to be called. There is very little wasted time and lots of good practice time.

Finally: Play this game on a very rainy day. I tell the children that if we get all of the raindrops covered, we will have a sunny day tomorrow. I urge them to run to the window as soon as they wake up in the morning to see if our game worked!
