Kenya’s Battle for Independence

Ethnic Groups in Kenya:

Like many African countries, many different ethnic groups lived in the colony of Kenya while it was controlled by the European empire.  The British (people who live in England) had created a settler colony in Kenya.  In this colony lived the Kikuyu, the Luo, the Embo, and many other smaller ethnic groups.  With different languages, stories, and histories, for many years these ethnic groups did not get along with one another.

One thing these ethnic groups had in common, however, was their hatred of the British.  As people in Kenya got more and more frustrated with the settlers, they organized groups of protesters called “Nationalists.”  Groups of nationalists started protesting for Kenya’s freedom.  People from all of Kenya’s ethnic groups joined the Nationalists.
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The Settlers’ Response to the Nationalists:

The white settlers started to worry about the Nationalists.  They wanted to keep control of Kenya for themselves.  Trying to put a stop to the nationalist’s protests, the settlers put the leader of the protesters, named Kenyatta, in jail.

Furious, the nationalists formed an army, called the “Land and Freedom Army,” that began fighting back against the settlers.  The battles became bloodier and bloodier.  The British had to send an additional 100,000 troops to Kenya to defeat the Land and Freedom Army.\

A “Lost” Battle?

The nationalists’ “Land and Freedom Army” had been defeated.  The settlers were still in control of Kenya.  However, over the course of the war, people back in England became more and more upset as more English soldiers died.  Even though the settlers won, the British decided to leave Kenya and give Kenyans their freedom.

During the war, the ethnic groups in Kenya had to work together.  They were united in their struggle against the British settlers.  Once the war was over, the disagreements that previously divided Kenya’s ethnic groups had all but vanished.
