Are You a SOAPS Master?

Like math class:  When you do math work for Ms. Drake, you set up your paper the same way EVERY time.  Being neat and organized helps us earn some of the highest math scores in the state of North Carolina.  We’re going to use the same idea when we use primary sources to write our DBQ, something that has NEVER been done in GCP history.
SOAPS Analysis:  We will always set up primary sources the same way.  We will use a mnemonic device called “SOAPS.”  Each letter stands for a different STEP.  We will learn two steps today (the first ‘S’ step and the ‘O’ step), and we will learn the last three in a couple of weeks.

S = Subject:  The first ‘S’ stands for the “subject” of the primary source.  The subject explains the topic being described in the primary source.  The subject answers the question, “What is being described?”  Be as specific as possible when you describe the subject of a primary source.
