Answering “To What Extent” Questions


Different types of essays have different types of prompts.  For the seventh grade writing test, you practiced a great deal with prompts that ended with something like “write a letter to your principal suggesting a ….”  Just as we took the time to learn how to attack these kinds of prompts, we need to know how to attack a DBQ prompt.


DBQ almost always end with a “to what extent” question.  For example, “To what extent was the United States justified in going to war with Iraq?”  or “To what extent was Gandhi successful as he led India to its independence from the British?”  Any “to what extent” question you find will be asking you to make an EVALUATION.  It is asking you to judge the good parts and the bad parts of a moment in history.


The first sentence of a DBQ will answer this type of question.  In this class IT WILL ALWAYS USE THE FOLLOWING STEM:
