	Many immigrants came to this country looking for a better life.  For example, in “Songs of Mexican Migration” (Document C), Paul Taylor says that he is leaving his home out of “poverty and necessity.”  He means that he has left his home because he is tired of being poor.  Furthermore, when Melvin Paden wrote to his wife in 1849 (Document F), he said that he came to the US to “procure a little property.”  He means that he was hoping to earn some of his own land.
