Objectives:

3.  Yesterday – Year with BIG STAKES, BIG CONTENT, new WAY OF DOING HIST.
4.  Today – Building our toolbox: 2nd (of 3) reasons we want to use our toolbox.


- already know about power; today = SOLVING PROBLEMS


- tie into the wall metaphor: ladder, rope, dynamite, shovel, rocket pack

5.  As we build our toolbox – reviewing expectations and procedures for this class.

Introduction of New Material:

1.  Distribute classwork

2.  Hook to GCP (build a better tomorrow)

3.  The past leaves things behind: history books, letters, paintings, stories, buildings


- BRING IN EXAMPLES OF STUFF LEFT BEHIND !!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!


- Learn to read what’s been left behind to solve problems

4.  Examples together in part II

5.  TEACH AGO / AME

Guided Practice:

1.  Rosa parks – student responses

2.  Poverty in India (show on map) – student ideas; explain (quickly) education program

3.  Remind students that not all ideas tried in history have worked
