Drama Circles

Your final project for the drama unit

You are sitting with your drama circle: a group of 4-5 classmates who will work together all week on the same play. You need to work together professionally and resolve any conflicts within your circle as best you can. Here is what each circle needs to accomplish:

1.) Read and understand your assigned play.

2.) Create a ceiling sign for your group. This sign should have the names of all your group members, the title of your play, and illustrations that represent the play. It should be brightly colored. All words and pictures should be large enough to be seen looking up at the ceiling from the ground.

3.) Select ten vocabulary words from your play. Each vocabulary word needs to be written in large letters on a sheet of colored paper with its dictionary definition. Your play’s name and your period number should also be on these sheets. Make sure the definition you find makes sense in the play’s context!
4.) Fill out a literary terms chart about your play. Ms. Gerchman will give this to you.

5.) Create a 20-question worksheet about the play. You might include true/false, fill-in-the-blank, matching, or essay questions. You also need to provide an answer key.

6.) Make a poster advertising a Broadway production of your play. Include the names of the famous actors and actresses you would choose to star in it.

7.) Perform a 3-minute excerpt from your play, including sets, props, and/or costumes. Actors do not have to memorize their lines, but should be familiar with them. (It shouldn’t sound like they’re reading the lines for the first time!)

8.) Complete a daily journal entry about your contributions to your drama circle and your feelings about working in the group. Ms. Gerchman will stop the class early to give you time to complete your journal entries.

You will receive a test grade for the quality of your drama circle’s work and a quiz grade for your individual work and behavior. In other words, this is a very important assignment! Please take it seriously and do your best.

The drama circles will have time in class on Monday, March 31 through Friday, April 4 to work on this project. The actors will perform their plays on Monday, April 7, or the first day after that on which all actors are present.
