Materials Needed for This Lesson

-Flash cards for pets (all pertaining to pets and pet care)
Lesson Steps
Warm-up: Using the flashcards that students had from Lesson 26 of this unit, review the use of él tiene and ella tiene.  Tell two students who have flashcard images to stand.  Hold a picture of your pet or an image of one of the animals and say: Yo tengo un gato.  Point to and say: Él tiene una tortuga.  Ella tiene un pez.  Give several examples using él and ella as the class repeats with you.  Call on students to say phrases using Yo, él, and ella.

Activity 1: Tell the students to form their groups.  Begin with Yo tengo _____.  Move to the groups and say: Ellos/as tienen ______. 

Make a wide circular motion with your hands to show the whole group and say: Nosotros tenemos mascotas.  Call on students to use the phrases with Ellos tienen…, Ellas tienen…, Nosotros tenemos…  
Activity 2: Review the last activity from Day 26.  One way to do the review is to ask students what they think is important information needed for an owner’s manual.  Use the list that is generated as a check sheet for when students complete this task. 
Activity 3: Give students the rest of the class period to complete their owner’s manual.

Closure: Have groups present their information to the class.  Students may want to bring in props for their presentations.

Challenge: Students may want to write separate directions for animals that are viewed as pets and animals that are used for work. 
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
