Section 1- World Resources

I will start by giving the students a brief introduction into what natural resources are. I will make sure to discuss how they are useful and where they come from. I will mention several things around the room that came from natural resources. There are many to list. I will also be sure to mention that natural resources and the things that we use every day come from the basic units of raw material

I will then have the students get into groups of three. I will number each student off to make sure they don’t get in the same groups that they normally do. They will need to read the section on the three different kinds of resources. They will need to brainstorm and list several examples of each kind of resource. After they have finished with that, I will have the groups share the examples that they came up with. They will also need to label these things as recyclable, renewable and non-renewable resources. 

I will then discuss the different kinds of energy that are available to the public. Most of these are fossil fuels that come in the form of oil and coal. Other forms that I will talk about are solar, wind, and nuclear power. I will also ask the students if they can see any problems with having such a dependence on oil and fossil fuels for our energy needs.

Section 2- World Economic Activity

Objectives

I will start by writing the definitions of first, second, and third level activities. The students will need to give me examples from each. I will write these examples on the board. 

I will give the students a sheet that they will use to compare and contrast developing nations and developed nations. Some of the things that they will talk about is what kinds of things make up the two economies, the definition of these two concepts, and some problems that accompany both developed and developing nations. After they have finished this, we will go over their answers in class. We will also discuss some of the ways that developing nations are trying to fix the problems that they have.  

Assignment: I will have the students write a page describing some of the things that they would suggest developing countries could do to improve their situations. They must mention specific things that each country could reasonably do. However, they can express their creativity in their answers.
