Objectives:

Activities:

Section 1: England
I will give the students a worksheet that outlines the section covering England. The students will answer questions after reading the material in the book. We will look at the basic geography of England, the people and the culture, economic activities, and the rise of industry. After we are finished, I will give a PowerPoint presentation that will go over the answers to the worksheet. I will collect the worksheet for completion credit. 

Section 2: Scotland and Wales 
I will ask them what kind of images come to mind when you think of Scotland and Wales. We will discuss their answers as an introduction to this section. I will then give the students a worksheet that contains a Venn diagram. One circle will have the heading Scotland, the other will have Wales. They will need to read through the sections and find different ideas and characteristics that fit with each area. They will also need to find characteristics that the two share. They will put this in the overlapping part of the circle. I will then draw the same diagram on the board and fill in the answers that they have found. After we have finished, I will give the students a review worksheet that goes over the section. 
Section 3: The Two Irelands

I will give the students a sheet that has several dates that are important to Ireland’s history. They will need to read through the section and identify why each of these dates is important. I will then give a brief lecture over other aspects that are dealt with in this section. After we have finished, I will give them a review sheet that covers this section.

Section 4: The Nordic Nations

I will give the students a sheet that has two columned charts. The first chart will be titled physical ties and will contain the following categories: location, land forms, and climate. The second chart will be titled cultural ties and will contain the following categories: history, religion, government, language, and economy. The students will read through this section and fill in the chart by describing the physical and cultural features that unite the Nordic nations as a region. I will also write these charts on the board and fill them in using the students’ answers. Depending on time, I may collect these charts for a completion grade or I may give them a review sheet that covers this section.
