Materials Needed for This Lesson

· Use technology to show PP: Computer/LCD projector/Promethean Board/Smart Board (optional), overhead projector, or make a poster

Lesson Steps

1. Warm-up: Students greet the teacher and classmates.

Greeting song (optional) or use your own songs or greeting activities.

2. Activity 2: 
Teacher: Introduce new vocabulary and review from previous lesson:

New words: correr, pasear , trabajar, buscar agua, vender frutas, cocinar

Review: almorzar, cenar, dormir, leer, practicar deportes, ayudar, caminar, comer, ir a, vas, voy.   

Teacher:  

· Introduce Nilda’s story to the class and talk about her daily routine and weekend activities. Read aloud Nilda’s story, and have a class discussion as you read. Another strategy is to use TPRS, as you read the story.  

· Variation: You may use a LCD projector or overheard to show the story as you read. 

· Resource students: place pictures on the board as you read the story, or use overhead or LCD projector.

· Guided reading:

3. Activity 3 

· Divide the class into groups of two, three or four.  
· Make a class list of chores that students do at home.  Display the list and compare to Nilda’s.  Resource students may place pictures on the sheet.
· After class discussion and listing are done, complete “Nilda y nuestro quehaceres” activity sheet.
4. Activity 4:Extra   Use the Internet to find more leisure activities that students do in  

     Spain and Bolivia to be added in the poster. Websites for reference information:

Closure:

· Discuss any findings from the Internet or talk about working children in under-developed countries in general.

· Praise the class; Good bye song (lyrics sheet)

Notes to the Teacher

· New/absent students: Have a student retell Nilda’s story to the new/absent students. 

· Extra activity:  Students may search the Internet looking for Hispanic leisure activities in Spain, Mexico, and Bolivia.
