Materials Needed for This Lesson:

√  Poster board (one board per family group)

√  Markers, scissors, tape, glue, rulers, stencils, etc.

√  Chalk/white board

√  Optional: Computer, LCD projector, Microsoft Excel

Lesson Steps

Warm-up: Explain that during today’s class, students will finish their ofrenda posters.  They will also submit names of famous Americans who have passed away for whom they would like to create a class Day of the Dead ofrenda. Once all the names have been submitted, the class will vote on the person whom they would like to honor.

Activity 1: Students continue creating/assembling their poster ofrendas honoring their chosen famous Hispanic person.  Have the necessary materials (poster board [one board per family group], markers, scissors, tape, glue, rulers, stencils, etc.) set up/available for them to work on their posters.  Explain to students that today will be the last chance they will have to work on creating their poster ofrendas.  By the end of the class, the ofrendas must be completed. 

Activity 2: Have students submit names of famous Americans who have passed away for whom they would like to create a class Day of the Dead ofrenda.  As students indicate the names, write them on the board.  Once all the nominees have been listed, have students vote for their favorite.  In case of a tie, flip a coin to determine the American honoree.

Closure: 

• Encourage students to find out a bit about the American honoree, as the class will need background information about this person in order to create the classroom ofrenda.

• Explain that during the next class, students will create paper flowers and cut out paper 

  (flores y papel picado) to be used to decorate their class Day of the Dead ofrenda 

  honoring _____________ (name of famous American honoree chosen by students).
