Lesson Steps

Warm-up: Review with students the traditional way to greet people in Spanish-speaking countries.  Tell students to greet 2-3 other people with a handshake. 
Activity 1: Review the vocabulary for places in the community: 
la iglesia, el parque, el supermercado, la casa, la estación de bomberos, el museo, la oficina de correos, la escuela, el hotel, el parque central, el mercado central

Introduce/ review additional places (Grade6-Unit2.Lesson14-PP3) in the community and label with the corresponding numbers:

Activity 2: Take a city map and divide it into quarters.  Review the cardinal directions: Norte, Sur, Este y Oeste.  Ask students to locate on the map the community places introduced in Activity 1.  Use the numbers assigned in the previous activity to label the location of the places on the map. 
Once the school and the other businesses have been identified ask students to explain where the other locations are in relation to the school.  Have the students count and say how many blocks are between the school and the place of business.

Activity 3: Focus on two places in the community: la Estación de Bomberos, la Estación de Policía. To introduce the professions that will be studied ask the following question: ¿Quién trabaja en este lugar? (Who works in this place?)  Distribute and read the handout (Grade6-Unit2.Lesson14-Handout1) with the professional descriptions.  Students follow along with the reading.  Show flashcards of the professions, (Grade6-Unit2.Lesson14-PP2) and have the students identify each profession.  

Re-read the document one sentence at a time.  Have the students repeat each phrase.  Listen for proper pronunciation during the reading, making corrections and assisting the students when necessary.  Identify any cognates in the sentences.  

Read the descriptions together as a class one final time. 
Activity 4: Introduce vocabulary that describes activities for each profession: apagar, rescatar, salvar, prevenir, controlar, cuidar, ayudar; and create TPR actions to identify them. Show flashcards to reinforce the vocabulary (Grade6-Unit2.Lesson14-PP1). 
Activity 5: Create a T chart using the document that describes the professions. Show an action flashcard (Verbs: Grade6-Unit2.Lesson14-PP1) and ask the students: ¿Quien apaga?  ¿Quien rescata? ¿Quien salva?  ¿Quien previene? ¿Quien controla? ¿Quien cuida? ¿Quien ayuda?

Closure: Ask students to show or name an activity performed by el bombero o el policía and/ or locate the fire/ police station on the map.
Extension Activity
Culture Practice

Guide the students through the following scenario:

Read the document that describes el Policía de Transito.  Make comparisons between the two professions in the United States and the target country. Use handout Grade6-Unit2.Lesson14-Handout1. 
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
