Lesson Steps

Warm-up: Review with students the traditional way to greet people in Spanish-speaking countries.  Tell students to greet 2-3 other people with a handshake.
Activity 1: Quick TPR review of vocabulary.
Activity 2: Handout Adivina quién (Grade6-Unit2.Lesson20-Handout1), a document that describes the professions.  Students may need to be paired together, especially if there are new or resource students in the room.  Students read and guess each profession.  Allow students time to complete the handout.  When the students have completed the handout ask for volunteers to read the paragraph with the answer.  Students self-check the handout.  Ask how many students have all six answers correct, five, and four.  
Activity 3: Review for Interpersonal Assessment.  Choose one or more of the activities listed below depending on time left in class.

The following games will require dice with the following words written on the sides:

quién (who), qué (who), cuándo (when), dónde (where), por qué (why) and cómo (how). 
Game #1:  Pick-a-Hero

Divide the class into teams.  Gather the flashcards, mix them up, and pile on a center table.  Teams take turns drawing a flashcard, rolling the dice, and asking a question in Spanish that begins with the rolled word.  Example: ¿Dónde trabaja el bombero?  Give points for correct questions.  Allow the team of the person who asked the question to answer the question for two points.  If the team cannot answer correctly, allow the other team to try and get the right answer for a two-point “steal”.  The team with the most points at the end wins.
Game #2: Preguntas
Divide the class into small groups of three to four students.  Choose a flashcard representing one of the professions.  Choose a student from one team to roll the die.  The student calls out the question word that was rolled.  Allow the team, from which the student came from, to work together to create a question to ask using the chosen word.  Set a time limit to create the questions, such as 2 1/2 minutes.  When time is up, the team
presents their question.  Allow the other teams time (1 minute) to create a better question.  The team with the best question gets 2 points.  Beginning with the first team, let them answer the question for 1 point.  If they cannot answer the question choose another team.  The team with the most points at the end wins.
Game #3: Lotería
Set-up: Use handout Grade6-Unit2.Lesson20-Teacher Resource1.  Have students choose their own words for this game of Lotería.  Students write in the words to fill the spaces.

Have students play in pairs or small groups.  Players will need markers to cover their cards.  Have the students take turns rolling a single die.  Players have to read the question word they roll and create a question related to the professions.  If the other students have the answer to the question they cover the space with a marker.  The first player to cover every space in a row, column, or diagonal is the winner.

Closure: Prepare students for the Interpersonal Assessment.  Explain to the students that they will be conducting interviews for the Interpersonal Assessment. Each student is to choose one of the professions, study the information, and be prepared to answer questions for that profession.
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
