Lesson Plan Steps

Warm-up: Students use the traditional way to greet people in Spanish-speaking countries.  Tell students to greet 2-3 other people with a handshake.

Activity 1: La Carrera del Tesoro (Grade6-Unit2.Lesson23-Handout1)
Students can work in small groups, especially if you have new students or resource students in the class.
Show the students the picture from Google Earth from Lesson 22. Review with the students that this is a street plan that can be used to help people find places and/or things, such as in a treasure hunt game.  Introduce the word tesoro (treasure).  Tell the students that in today’s lesson they will be searching for treasure and answering questions regarding their work. 
Hand out La Carrera del Tesoro (Grade6-Unit2.Lesson23-Handout1). Tell students to look at page 1 and identify any cognates or words that are familiar to them.  Once the students identify the words read through the page with the students.  Do Part 1 as a class.
Allow groups to work on Question 2.  Once the groups have finished with Question 2 read the questions and have the groups do a self-check on their answers.
Finish by explaining Part 3 to the students and allowing them to work on their answer.  Note: This section can be assigned as homework if there is not enough time to finish in class.

Closure: Ask for groups to share their answers for Part 3.
