Materials Needed for This Lesson
· Milk cartons/cleaned out

· Construction paper

· Scissors

· Glue sticks
· Poster board or butcher paper
Lesson Plan Steps

Warm-up: Students use the traditional way to greet people in Spanish-speaking countries.  Tell students to greet 2-3 other people with a handshake.

Activity 1: Handout flashcards of the vocabulary listed above.  Create a story using names of the students in the class and the flashcards that they are holding.  Call on the students to identify their location.  If they do not know it they must pass it on to another student.  Describe where the student went and what he/she did at that location.

Activity 2: Divide the class into small working groups of 4-5 students.  Students will plan and organize a city based on what they have learned about a typical Latin American community.  The students will make buildings out of milk cartons and construction paper.  Students should include the following:

*At least 10 buildings from the 21 vocabulary words provided.

*Buildings/ places should be labeled.

*Streets/ avenues should be labeled.

*Name for their Latin American city.

*Any geographic landmarks that are included should be labeled, i.e. rivers, lakes, 
   etc.                   
While students are doing this they practice orally with each other the question, ¿Hay un/una _________en la ciudad? And answer: Si, hay un/una_______en la ciudad. Or, No, no hay un/una_____en nuestro ciudad. 
Note: The teacher can informally assess by asking each student the question and having them answer, or have two students present informally the roles.

Closure: Clean up and storing of milk carton “buildings” by each group. Clean-up and oral review of building vocabulary in sentences.

Notes to the Teacher
It is easiest to have a box for each group to store their own building/cartons in and a place where they can access them as they come into the class and set up.

Tell students they will be building their communities on Day 25 and should bring from home small toys, cars, etc to use as enhancements. (Tonka and micro-machines work best)
