Do Now:  Calculate

Don’t forget the rules

1. Parenthesis

2. Exponents

3. Multiplication and Division from left to right.

4. Addition and Subtraction from left to right.

Mini Lesson:

What is the difference between negative numbers and subtraction?  

There really isn’t a difference.

10 – 4  is exactly the same thing as 10 + - 4.

There are 3 different types of problems

1.  17 + - 8 = 9 

2.  8 + - 11 = - 3

3.  – 2 + - 15 = - 17

When you do problems like these, think of the number line.  A positive number means to go right and a negative number means to go left.  

Ex  15 + - 2.  Go right 15  and then from there, left 2.  You end up at 13.

Ex.  – 7 + 4.  Go left – 7 and then right 4.  You end up at – 3.

Ex.  – 11 + - 8.  Go left 11 and then left 8 more.  You end up at – 19.

Other examples.

1.  23 + - 8 = 14

2.  – 12 +  40 = 28

3.  – 82 + 16 = - 62

4.  8 + - 33 = - 25

5.  – 1 + - 13 = - 14

6.  – 21 + - 7 = - 28. 

Is there a difference between this and – 1 – 13 ?    No.  Either way, you get the same answer.
