Unit Title:  The Civil Rights Movement:  A Few Georgians helped make a difference

Content Area: Social Studies and Science

Unit Length:  2 week unit with lesson of 60 minutes each.
 Unit overview:  This unit will focus on the lives of Martin Luther King Jr. and Jackie Robinson- two Georgians who played an important role in The Civil Rights Movement.  The theme of cause and effect will be integrated in Social Studies and Science lessons throughout the unit.  It will focus on the effects that the work of both of these men had on The Civil Rights Movement and how their actions still affect us today.  In science the theme of cause and effect and kinetic energy will be explored through Jackie Robinson and baseball.  Students will understand kinetic energy and what causes it to be transferred from one object to another.  
Unit Relevance:   It is important for students to learn about historical figures from the past that help change our country for the better.  It is important for them to realize that the effects of their actions can still be seen today.

Unit Objectives:

- Through oral discussion, students will answer questions about The Civil Rights Movement with 90% accuracy.  
-Using teacher provided newspaper articles, students will write a summary of the article and the cause and effect of the article and share it with the class with accuracy.  

- Using paper a pencil students will write their own newspaper article depicting an event from The Civil Rights Movement with accuracy.  

--Using a pencil and teacher provided character web , students will create a character web of Jackie Robinson with accuracy.  
- Using a pencil and Civil Rights Journal , students will create a newspaper article describing the work of either Jackie Robinson or Martin Luther King and how their effects can still be felt today with accuracy.  
- Using a pencil and Civil Rights Journal, students will create a third newspaper article about the life of either Jackie Robinson or Martin Luther King Jr. 
- Using the newspaper articles, students will combine all three articles and create a Civil Rights Newspaper.

-Using a teacher provided T-Chart students will work with a partner and list the definitions of kinetic and potential energy and provide examples with accuracy. 

-Using the plastic baseball and bat students will observe how kinetic energy is transferred from one object to another (cause and effect) with accuracy.  

-Using a pencil and the science journal, define kinetic energy, and list the cause and effect of their experiment with the plastic baseball and bat with accuracy.  
Essential Questions:

-Why is it important for all American citizens to have the same rights and freedoms?
-How did MLK, Jr.'s work for civil rights affect the way we live today?
-How did Jackie Robinson's decision to demonstrate sportsmanship and civility affect today's American sports?
- What is civility? What is sportsmanship?

 - What are some things people like Dr. King did to help all Americans have the same rights?
-Why was it important for people like Dr. King to fight for civil rights?
- How is life in Georgia today different than it was during the days of Dr. King?

	Prerequisites: Students will have a beginning knowledge of cause and effect.


	Goals: Students will understand cause and effect.


	Objectives:  Using pencils and post it notes, students will think of examples of cause and effect with 90% accuracy.  
Using the post it notes, students will create a T- Chart of cause and effect with 90% accuracy.  



	Materials / Equipment:

-post it notes

-pencils

-marker board

-dry erase markers



	Procedures:

Introductory Activities:  (10 Minutes)
1.  Pre-Assessment:  Teacher will create a K-W-L Chart and ask the students what they know about cause and effect, The Civil Rights Movement, and two Georgians: Martin Luther King Jr. and Jackie Robinson.  Teacher will then ask students what they want to learn about these topics. Students will continue to fill out the chart as they learn more throughout the lessons.  

 Development Activities : (30 Minutes)
2.  Teacher will lead a discussion on cause and effect .  A cause is something that makes something else happen "Why Did it Happen?" 
An effect is what happens as a result of the cause.  "What Happened?" 
3. Teacher will give examples. 

Cause: Jonny studied hard for the test.     Effect:  Jonny got an “A”. 

Cause:  The girl told a joke.             Effect:  The class laughed.

Cause:  Suzy hit the ball with a bat.   Effect: The ball went far. 

4.  Teacher will ask the class to get with a partner.  

5. Teacher will pass out post it notes.

6. Teacher will ask the students to work with their partners and think of an example of a cause and effect.  One student will write the cause on one post it note. The other student will write the effect on the other post it note.  Give the students about 5 minutes to do this.

7. While the students are working draw a T chart on the board.  Label one side Cause and the other side Effect.  
8.  Teacher will have students come up to the board in with their partner.  They will explain their example of cause and effect and put their post it note in the appropriate column.  

9.  Teacher will ask students if something happens (cause) is the effect only immediate or can it affect us later or both? Teacher will discuss this with students.  The answer is both.  Some things just affect us immediately, other things affect us later.   Think about history.  Some things from the past can still affect us today.  

10.  One thing that I think of that still affects us today is The Civil Rights Movement.  Ask students if they have heard of The Civil Rights Movement and if they know of any famous Civil Rights Leaders. 

11. Discuss with students that because of the work of people like Martin Luther King Jr. and Jackie Robinson (both native Georgians) we live in a more equal and peaceful world.  Black and white people can go to school together, sit together, eat together, drink from the same water fountain ect.  Their brave actions still affect us today.  

Closing Activities: (5 Minutes) 
12. Inform students that over the next few days we are going to be learning all about Martin Luther King Jr. and Jackie Robinson  and how they fought for equal rights for all people in the Civil Rights Movement that took place in the 1950’s and 60’s.

13.  Inform the students that tomorrow we will travel back in time to the 1950’s as we learn about the Civil Rights Movement! 



	Assessment
Students will be orally assessed while making the K-W- L chart.  Students will also be orally assessed while making the cause and effect T Chart.

Students will gain a better understanding of The Civil Rights Movement.  



	Objectives: 

Through oral discussion, students will answer questions about The Civil Rights Movement with 90% accuracy.  


	Materials / Equipment:

-snack baggies

-red and yellow m&m’s

-computer

-projector

-access to the internet

-Civil Rights Journals

-pencils



	Procedures:

Introductory activities :   (10 minutes)
1.  Without saying anything the teacher will begin by passing out snack baggies of m&m’s to the students.  Half of the baggies will only contain red m&m’s and the other half of the baggies will contain yellow m&m’s.  

2.  Teacher will instruct the students with the red m&m’s to sit on one side of the classroom and the students with the yellow m&m’s on the other side.  

3.  Instruct the students that they can only talk to the people that have the same m&m color as they do.   Teacher will then ask students if this is fair.   How does it make you feel?
4. Teacher will tell students that that during lunch the students with yellow m&m’s must sit at one table and students with red m&m’s must sit at another table.  Ask students if they think this is fair.  How does it make you feel?

5.  Teacher will then tell the students that during recess they may only play with the students that have the same m&m color as they do.  Is this fair?  How does it make you feel?  
Developmental activities:  (40 Minutes)
6. Teacher will explain that in the 1950’s and 1960’s white people and black people could not drink from the same water fountains,  eat at the same restaurants, sit together on the buses, or go to the same schools just because of color of their skin.   Ask the students if this is fair? Have students discuss their feelings.   Explain that this was known as segregation.  Explain discrimination. Discuss:  what life was like for African Americans who lived in the south?  How was it different than life for those who lived in the north?  

7. Explain that just like it wasn’t fair that the people with red m&m’s could not sit with the people with the yellow m&m’s.  It was not fair that black people and white people could not do things together.  

8. Explain that there were people who did not think that this was fair during the 1950’s and they fought for civil rights for all people.  This was known as The Civil Rights Movement.  
9.   Tell Students that we are going to travel back in time to the Civil Rights Movement.  Teacher will now play the BrainPop video about The Civil Rights Movement.

10. Discuss the video with students.  

Ask: What is segregation?

Who were some important people that helped put an end to segregation?

What caused the Civil Rights Movement?  What was the effect?   
11. Tell students that throughout our unit on The Civil Rights Movement we will be focusing on 2 very important people that helped bring an end to segregation laws: Martin Luther King Jr. and Jackie Robinson.  Because of their actions we live in a society where black people and white people can live together and all do the same things. (cause &effect)    
Explain: 
The Civil Rights Movement was a time of reform for the United States lead by prominent African American leaders. Although the struggle for equal rights began long before, the Civil Rights Movement gained headlines in the 1950’s and 1960’s.  Leaders like Martin Luther King, Jr. and Jackie Robinson, both, who were native Georgians, fought for equal rights for all people and in turn helped put an end to laws which were based on racial discrimination.  Because of their actions, these men helped change our nation for the better and the effects of their courageous non-violent actions are still apparent today.

12.  Pass out 3 prong folders with paper to all students.  Tell students that these are going to be their Civil Rights Journals.  This is where we will record our thoughts about the Civil Rights Movement throughout the unit.  
13.  Teacher will instruct students to reflect on their thought on the Civil Rights Movement in their journals.  Students will write how they would feel if they lived during the Civil Rights Era.  

Closing activities:
14. Students will share their thoughts from their journal with the class.  This will be optional for students.  If a student does not want to share their thoughts , it’s ok. 

15.  Students will fill in what they have learned on the K-W-L chart.  

16. Teacher will inform the class that tomorrow we will be learning all about Martin Luther King, Jr.

	Procedures:

Introductory activities: (15 minutes)
1. Martin Luther King Jr. was a famous Civil Rights Leader from Atlanta, Georgia.  Let’s find Atlanta on our map of Georgia and mark where MLK lived.  Is it close to where we live?  

2.  Martin Luther King was born in Atlanta, but he moved to Alabama to work as a pastor.  Montgomery Alabama was the place where The Civil Rights Movement started. Ask if students have ever learned about Rosa Parks. What was special about Rosa Parks?  She did not want to give up her seat on the city bus to a white person because she was tired.  She was arrested for not giving up her seat.  Was this fair?  Remind students of the terms we learned yesterday: discrimination and segregation.  
Martin Luther King Jr. did not think it was fair that Rosa Parks was treated this way, so he helped organize the Montgomery Bus Boycott.   
Now we are going to travel back in time to Montgomery Alabama in 1955.   
3. 
Now we are going to travel back in time to Montgomery Alabama in 1955.

Play the Montgomery Bus Boycott video for students.

4. Lead a discussion about the video with students.  Ask:

What was the Bus Boycott? What caused Martin Luther King Jr. to organize a bus boycott?  What was the effect? (After a year of the bus boycott, the Supreme Court made it illegal for buses in Montgomery to be segregated.  The buses were integrated (black and white people could ride together).  How did it make you feel that Rosa Parks was arrested for not giving up her seat?  

   5. Inform the students that Martin Luther King Jr. had a dream that people of every color could live together peacefully.  We are going to be learning about that dream today and we 
Developmental Activities: Day 1 (45 minutes)
6. Teacher will read the book My Dream of Martin Luther King by: Faith Ringgold.  Discuss the book with the students.   
7. Inform the students that we will now be traveling back in time to 1963 when   Martin Luther King, Jr. gave his “I have a dream…” speech in Washington DC.
8. Play the video of Martin Luther King Jr.’s I have a dream speech.

9. Discuss the video with the students.  Ask:

Did you feel like you were there by watching the video?

Why was the video in black and white?

What was MLK’s dream?  

Did his dream come true?

Do you have a dream like MLK?

What is your Dream?  

10.  Have students take out their Civil Rights Journals.  Explain that since we have been learning about Martin Luther King Jr’s dream we are now going to write our own “I have a dream speech in our journals.  
11. As a group, brain storm with students about their ideas for their “I have a dream” speeches.  Write their ideas on the board.  

12. Students will then write their own I have a dream speech in their journals.  

Day 2:

13. Students will have this time to complete the final draft of their “ I have a dream ..” speech.
Closing activities:

14.  Students will share their speeches with the class.  


	Assessment: Students will be assessed orally during their discussions of Martin Luther King Jr. and The Civil Rights Movement.

	Procedures:

Introductory activities: (15 minutes)

1. Teacher and students will fill in the K-W-L chart with what they have learned in the previous lesson.  
2. Teacher will inform students that they will again be traveling back in time.  This time through a photo story of Martin Luther King’s journey through the civil right movement.  Using the website:  http://seattletimes.nwsource.com/special/mlk/king/photogallery.htm
3. Lead a discussion of the photos with the students.  Ask the students to describe what they see in these photos.  Ask students to describe how they feel when 
Developmental Activities: (45 minutes)  (This may take a second day to complete to give students enough time to complete their own article.)
4. Inform students that we will continue our journey back in time by taking a look at actual newspaper articles from The Civil Rights Era.    
5. Teacher will  show the students an article from the website:  http://www.martinlutherkingjrarchive.com/Home.aspx
6. Teacher will show the article :   Martin Luther King Jr. Wins Nobel Peace Prize http://www.martinlutherkingjrarchive.com/Viewer.aspx?img=91357387_clean&firstvisit=true&src=search&currentResult=1&currentPage=0  

7. Teacher will read the article to the students.  Then ask the students to give a summary of the article.  Then ask students to explain how cause and effect is related to the article.  (Because of his work in the Civil Rights Movement, Martin Luther King was awarded the Nobel Peace Prize.) 

8. Students will then be divided up into groups of 4.  Teacher will have printed off several different articles from the archive website.  Students will work as a group to read the articles and write a summary of the article.  They will also have to explain cause and effect within the article.   
9. Students will share their summaries with the class. 

Day 2:

10.  Once students have seen articles from The Civil Rights Era, they will write their own articles as if they are writing in that time period.   We have learned about several events in the Civil Rights Unit (ex. The Montgomery Bus Boycott, The March on Washington ect.) Students must include cause and effect in their articles.  
11. Teacher will explain that throughout the rest of the unit we are going to make our own Civil Rights Newspaper.  The newspaper will contain three articles. The first article we be the one we are going to write today.  (The remaining 2 articles will be explained in the next lesson)  (The newspaper will be the summative assessment of the unit.) 
12. Teacher will review the Rubric with the class and ask if students have any questions.  

13. Students will write the rough draft of their article in their Civil Rights Journal.

14. Once students have written their rough draft they will conference with the teacher to make any necessary changes before writing their final draft. 

Day 3:

15.  Students will continue to work on their article and write their final draft. 

	Assessment: 
-Students will be assessed orally during their discussions of Martin Luther King Jr. and the newspaper articles.  
-Students’ written work will be assessed using the Civil Rights Newspaper Rubric.

Grade: 2
Description: SS2H1 The student will read about and describe the lives of historical figures in Georgia history.
Elements:
a. Identify the contributions made by these historic figures: Jackie Robinson (sports); Martin Luther King, Jr. (civil rights)
b. Describe how everyday life of these historical figures is similar to and different from everyday life in the present (communication,  rights, and freedoms). 

SS2CG3 The student will give examples of how the historical figures under study demonstrate the positive citizenship traits of honesty, dependability, liberty, trustworthiness, honor, civility, good sportsmanship, patience, and compassion.

Grade: 2
Description: SS2G2 The student will describe the cultural and geographic systems associated with the historical figures in SS2H1.
Elements:
a. Identify specific locations significant to the life and times of each historic figure on a political map.
b. Describe how place (physical and human characteristics) had an impact on the lives of each historic figure.
c. Describe how each historic figure adapted to and was influenced by his/her environment.
d. Trace examples of travel and movement of these historic figures and their ideas across time.
e. Describe how the region in which these historic figures lived affected their lives and compare these regions to the region in which the students live.


	Prerequisites: Students will have learned about cause and effect, The Civil Rights Movement and Martin Luther King Jr. in previous lessons.  


	Goals:

- Students will understand the importance of the work of Martin Luther King Jr. and Jackie Robinson during The Civil Rights Movement.  

- Students will realize that the effects of the work of Martin Luther King Jr. and Jackie Robinson during the Civil Rights Movement can still be felt today.  



	Objectives: 

-Using a pencil and teacher provided character web , students will create a character web of Jackie Robinson with accuracy.  

- Using a pencil and Civil Rights Journal , students will create a newspaper article describing the work of either Jackie Robinson or Martin Luther King and how their effects can still be felt today with accuracy.  

- Using a pencil and Civil Rights Journal, students will create a third newspaper article about the life of either Jackie Robinson or Martin Luther King Jr. 
- Using the newspaper articles, students will combine all three articles and create a Civil Rights Newspaper.



	Materials / Equipment:

-computer
-internet access 

- Civil Rights Journals

-pencils

-bat

-baseball glove

-map

	Procedures:

(a) Introductory activities: (10 minutes)
1. Teacher will begin by displaying a baseball, bat and glove to the class.  Ask the students if they know what these things are.  Ask the students to tell you what they are used for.  

2.  Teacher will then display a picture of Jackie Robinson.  Ask the students if they know who this person is.  Why is he important?   

3.  Teacher will explain to students that this is a picture of Jackie Robinson.  He was the fist African American to play in Major League Baseball.  And guess what.  Just like Martin Luther King Jr., Jackie Robinson is also from Georgia.  

4.  Take out the map of Georgia used earlier to mark where MLK Jr. was from and mark where Robinson is from. (Cairo , Ga)  Ask the students if this is close to where we live. Where MLK Jr. lived?
Developmental Activities: Day 1
5. Teacher will play the BrainPop video about Jackie Robinson. 

http://www.brainpop.com/socialstudies/famoushistoricalfigures/jackierobinson/preview.weml
6. Discuss the video with the students.  Ask: Who was Jackie Robinson?
Why was he important?  What is good sportsmanship?  How did Jackie Robinson demonstrate good sportsmanship?  (Jackie Robinson experience ridicule from other teams, and other people for being African American and playing baseball, but he answered them with silence, turning the other cheek and used a non violent approach just like MLK, Jr.)  

7. Teacher will again tell students that we will be traveling back in time to look at the life of Jackie Robinson.  
8.  Teacher will lead students on a photo journey through Jackie Robinson’s life using the website: http://sportsillustrated.cnn.com/multimedia/photo_gallery/0704/gallery.mlb.robinson/content.1.html
9. Students will discuss the photos, telling what they see in each picture. Teacher will discuss Jackie Robinson’s character.  He portrayed honesty, civility and good sportsmanship throughout his career.  Ask the students to think of other characteristics of Jackie Robinson. 
10. Teacher will ask the students to get into pairs.  Each group will create a character web of Jackie Robinson.  Once their character web is complete students will share their web with the class.  

Day 2:

11. Students will watch video of Jackie Robinson : http://videos.howstuffworks.com/hsw/23502-african-american-heroes-of-sport-jackie-robinson-video.htm
12. Students will discuss how Jackie Robinson’s actions made a difference then , and how those effects can still be felt today.   Teacher will show newspaper archive of Jackie Robinson found on the website:  http://www.probaseballarchive.com/Home.aspx 

13. Teacher will discuss how Jackie Robinson’s actions changed the face of baseball .(cause and effect) Because Jackie Robinson was the first African American to play in the Major Leagues and he played with such good sportsmanship, he opened the door for other African American baseball players like Hank Aaron.  
14. Teacher will discuss with students that Jackie Robinson became involved in the Civil Rights Movement after her retired from baseball.   He used non violent forms of action (just like Martin Luther King Jr. ) to stand up for what he thought was right. (equal treatment of all people regardless of race) 

Teacher will show students an actual letter from Jackie Robinson to President Eisenhower : http://www.archives.gov/exhibits/featured_documents/jackie_robinson_letter/
15. Teacher will inform the class that in addition to the previous newspaper article we have written, we are going to write two more articles.  When we are done, each student will combine their articles and make their own Civil Rights Newspaper.  
16. The second article for your newspaper will be written in from a present day perspective and will include the effects that the work of either Martin Luther King Jr or Jackie Robinson still have on us today.  Talk about how life in Georgia is different than in was during the Civil Rights Movement.  

17. The third article will be a biography ( a story about a person’s life) of either Martin Luther King Jr. or Jackie Robinson.   Include: where he was born, his job, his family, and why he was important during the civil rights movement. Please write about what he did to help others.  

18. Teacher will go over the rubric for the class ( this will be the summative assessment for the unit.  

19. Once students have written the rough drafts in the Civil Rights Journals they will conference with the teacher and make any necessary corrections before writing their final drat.  

** Students may need a day or two to complete both articles. **
Closing activities:
20. Students will share their Civil Rights Newspapers with the class. 
21. Students will fill in the K-W-L chart outlining what they have learned throughout the unit. 

	Assessment: Students will be orally assessed when presenting their character webs.
Students will fill in the rest of the K-W-L chart outlining what they have learned throughout the unit.  
Summative Assessment:  Students will be assessed by the Civil Rights Newspaper Rubric.

Teacher will provide writing prompts for those students who need assistance.

Description: S2P2 Students will identify sources of energy and how the energy is used.

	Goals:

As a result of this lesson, students will understand:

-the difference between kinetic and potential energy



	Objectives: 

-Using a teacher provided T-Chart students will work with a partner and list the definitions of kinetic and potential energy and provide examples with accuracy. 
-Using the plastic baseball and bat students will observe how kinetic energy is transferred from one object to another(cause and effect) with accuracy.  
-Using a pencil and the science journal, define kinetic energy, and list the cause and effect of their experiment with the plastic baseball and bat with accuracy.

	Procedures:

Introductory Activities:  
1. Teacher will begin to assess students’ prior knowledge of kinetic and potential energy by creating a K-W-L chart.  (5 mins)
Developmental Activities: (60 mins)
2. Teacher will define energy and the different types, specifically energy of motion. (Kinetic and Potential)  Kinetic energy: energy of motion.  Potential energy: 
3. Students will watch the Brain Pop video about kinetic energy. the energy that a piece of matter has because of its position or nature or because of the arrangement of parts

4. Lead a discussion on different types of kinetic energy.  Have students give examples of each.
5. Have students complete a T-chart of kinetic and potential energy and give examples. Discuss as a class.  

6. Teacher will explain to the class that kinetic energy can be transferred from one object to another when objects collide. Ex. When baseball legend Jackie Robinson hit a baseball with a bat. So let’s try it out!
7. Teacher and students will go outside and see how kinetic energy can be transferred from one object to another. 
8. Have students get in groups of 2 and pass out plastic bats and baseballs.  Students must spread out far enough to avoid hitting each other.  

9. The students will practice hitting the plastic baseball with the plastic bat to see how transferring of kinetic energy works.  Students will record their findings in their journals
Closing Activities:

(This may take a second day to complete) 

10. Students will reflect on the activity and what they have learned about kinetic energy in their science journals.   They will discuss What causes kinetic energy to be transferred from one object to another.  Students will discuss their findings during the baseball experiment.
