Steps for Success

1. Questioning: Each member of the group should share their question from the packet. Give everyone a chance to give a thoughtful response.

2. Reading: Look at your calendar to determine what you will be reading for the day. Pace yourself. Determine how much each person will read in the group. You can read silently or out loud.

3. Getting the Gist: At the bottom of each page or two write down the gist from that section, then write down your own thinking.

4. Discussion: Once everyone has written down the gist of the pages, start talking. Be thoughtful with your responses.

5. Summarizing: At the end of each chapter, write your individual summaries for what you read. Be sure to use your gist ideas to help you determine the overall summary.

6. Visualizing: When your group has finished the readings for the day begin working on your visualization packet. Be neat and show how much effort you can apply.
