1. What was the Progressive Movement?  Use 5 W’s and H.   

In the early twentieth century a powerful and pervasive shift from laissez-faire to government activism, called the Progressive movement, swept across the nation.  Progressives wanted to rid politics of corruption and inefficiency, curtail the power of the business trusts, and protect the general welfare of the public.  They saw government not as only a protector of private property and individual freedom, but as an agent for social justice.
