Rationale for Technology Video Learning Object
a) We chose to create a video about the topic of technology to satirically comment on its effect on society. This video purposefully exaggerates how technology negatively affects individuals and corrupts society and our relationships with other people. This is done to effectively emphasize the points stressed in You Are Not a Gadget and to visually ensure that students can grasp its abstract and complicated concepts. 

b) We will assess the students’ understanding related to our object by showing it after a lesson about technology and its societal effects. It will be a final overview and culmination stressing the lesson's most important points. After this, we will assess the students’ understanding by asking them to connect the video to the material covered in the lesson by asking a set of comprehension questions during a class discussion about the topic.

c) This learning object will be posted on YouTube in order for students to gain easy access to its contents. Furthermore, the video can be reused in a variety of lessons that cover topics such as technology in an economics or sociology class, cultural change in a geography or sociology class, or the government’s role in technology in a government or civics class.

d) This video can be used in conjunction with our other learning object, the set of political cartoons satirizing technology, for this topic. They both visually display the concerns and topics of discussion that could be brought up when talking about and teaching about modern technological influences. The learning object is easily connected to students as it is supposed to be funny and an entertaining way to portray important ideas that students must start to consider growing up in a technological world. Furthermore, technology is always a great topic to discuss with students as it is something that excites them and they are now “naturally” knowledgeable about.
