Lesson ideas for a Podcast/Vodcast
Before each Podcast/Vodcast it is necessary to begin with a writing assignment in order to narrow down the content and view samples of a Podcast/Vodcast.
1. Persuasive Podcast:


· choose an issue (ex: recycling, saving endangered species)

· discuss the elements of persuasive writing and speaking

2. Book Podcast:

· while reading a book students can review each chapter 

· can include summary, opinion, book review, predictions, etc…

3. Book on Tape Podcast:

· practice reading aloud (decoding, fluency, expression)

4. Topic Expert Podcast:

· student can explain a specific topic and describe “How To” execute it (ex: steps in a process such as baking cookies, solving math problems such as PEMDAS, creating origami, etc…)  

5. News Report Podcast:

· pretend to be a reporter

· choose a topic in current events to investigate and report

· report about special events in school or classroom (ex: document field trips, upcoming events, projects, science projects, sporting events, school music concert events, etc…) 

· share  work/projects

7. Interview Podcast:

· choose a person in your life to conduct an interview (ex: family member, friend, staff, community member)

· write stories in groups on a theme (ex: fractured fairy tales, cliffhangers)
